Missed Collections

Missed collections are upsetting, but there is usually a
reason why material was not collected as expected, such as:

e |tems are not out on time

(by 6:00 a.m.).
¢ |tems are too heavy (weight
limit is 20 kg/ 44 |bs). ‘ IS
e Presence of prohibited waste BENEATH

(hazardous waste,
construction/renovation
waste) or non-recyclable
item in Blue/Red Box.

e Recyclables/yard waste not
scheduled for collection that
particular week.

e Container tie-downs (e.g.
bungee cord) are not
removed.

e Waste is not placed in acceptable containers.

e [tems are not visible to the driver or not placed at curbside or alley edge as
required.

TIP: Put drainage holes in the bottom of your container to allow for drainage.
If an item is not collected for reasons other than the above, please call 311.
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Take Pride in
Your Community
