Re: Project Notification - Provincial Division Corridor Improvements Phase 2 —
Trunk Storm Sewer, Watermain, North Roseland Pump Station and
Underground Stormwater Management Facilities.

Tentatively scheduled to start in the week of Oct. 19, 2020, the City of Windsor — Office of the
City Engineer — Engineering Department will be undertaking above noted project to construct:

e New storm sewers and watermain along Provincial Road between the Monarch
Basics/Lowe’s intersection and the Legacy Park Drive intersection;

e Storm sewer undercrossing the CN Railway tracks via tunneling operation;

e Storm sewers outletting to a new pumping station located in Captain Wilson Park; and

e Underground stormwater storage units located in Captain Wilson Park.

For the site of construction related to this work refer to the attached figure. The construction is
anticipated to be completed in mid-2021, weather permitting.

The contractor for this project is J&J Lepera Infrastructures Inc. with Joseph Lepera serving
as the Project Manager (telephone 519-972-1700). Dillon Consulting Limited will administer this
project on behalf of the City of Windsor. If a construction related problem should arise, please
contact Robert Molliconi of Dillon Consulting Limited at 519-257-8161 (office hours 8:00
a.m. to 5:00 p.m.).

Construction Schedule and Staging

A brief construction staging is as follows:

- All construction work on Provincial Road
- Trunk storm sewer undercrossing CN Railway tracks by tunneling
- Pump station and storm water management facilities in the Captain Wilson Park.
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Construction will be starting with watermain replacement work along Provincial Road between
Monarch Basics/Lowe’s intersection and the Legacy Park Drive intersection. This work will
include a lane reduction along Provincial Road. Any interruptions to water services will be
communicated in advance by Enwin Utilities.

Enbridge Gas will also be completing gas main works in the initial stages of this project. There
will be some disruption to local gas services at this time and a notice will be provided from
Enbridge in advance of the work. Following the work by Enbridge, the construction of the storm
sewer on Provincial Road will continue.

Please be advised that gas main work and trunk storm sewer construction on Provincial Road
will require a FULL ROAD CLOSURE on Provincial Road between Monarch Basics/Lowe'’s
intersection and Legacy Park Drive intersection starting in the week of November 2", 2020. The
total time frame for this closure will be approximately one month. During this time, the Contractor
will ensure all the local businesses remain accessible.

All the work on Provincial Road including asphalt paving is scheduled to be completed by the end
of 2020 subject to weather condition.

Trunk storm sewer undercrossing the CN railway tracks will be installed by tunneling. Please be
advised that 24-hour shift work is required by the CN Railway for the tunneling work. City of
Windsor noise bylaw exemption is required subject to Council approval.

A large portion of this work will be taking place in Captain Wilson Park and is currently scheduled
to begin late 2020 to early 2021. Certain sections of the park including the walking/biking pathway
will be fenced off and not be accessible to the public during the construction. Please be extremely
cautious when traveling near this area and obey all posted signage.

Included in the work is surface restoration in which the Contractor is required to restore any
driveways affected by this construction to at least equal their pre-construction conditions. Any
existing lawns or driveways damaged by construction will be restored.

Pre-Construction Survey

Prior to construction commencing, the City’'s Contractor J & J Lepera Infrastructures Inc. or its
designated agent will conduct a preconstruction survey of the adjacent properties and buildings,
which will include photographs and videotaping. This is to ensure proper restoration and damage
repairs if applicable.

Municipal Waste Collection
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Garbage/recycling/yard waste will be collected on the scheduled days. Please ensure that
garbage is placed in a plastic bag (no pails), blue and red recycle boxes are clearly labelled with
your address, and yard waste is in paper yard waste bags. It is the contractor's responsibility to
pick up and place the recycle and waste material at a designated collection site and unidentified
containers are difficult to return to the proper address.

Encroachment into the City Right-of-Way

It should be noted that the City does not require the Contractor to restore existing shrubs, hedges
or decorative landscaping located on the public right-of-way. All property owners are urged to
remove such items in order to avoid unnecessary damage. If there is an existing encroachment
agreement on the site, please contact the City’s project lead provided in this notice for further
discussion and arrangement.

Construction Site Healthy and Safety Notes

Regarding public safety, it should be stressed that construction sites have many potential
hazards. All area residents/businesses should exercise extreme caution, especially school-aged
children. In case children need to walk to nearby facilities and crossing the construction zone is
unavoidable, we would strongly recommend that an adult accompany them.

It is inevitable that construction will cause some inconvenience in your area (e.g. driveway access
not available for short period of time when installing utilities and repairing driveways). Every effort
will be made to minimize these inconveniences.
